ST. PIUS X HONORS SPP TEEN WITH SCHOOL’S MOST PRESTIGIOUS AWARD
The June 2008 issue of The Plaza Pulse included a feature on Shepherd Park Plaza resident Joey D’Eramo and 
his extraordinary accomplishments in the sports of cross country and track & field while competing for St. Pius 
X High School. In addition to his multiple state and district titles, and Division I scholarship to run for Sam 
Houston State University beginning this fall, Joey was recently presented with the highest honor bestowed by the 
local high school with his election into the St. Pius ‘Hall of Fame’. The prestigious award is based on rounded 
criteria that include dedication to achievement both in athletics and academics, individual work ethic and com-
mitment, leadership and demonstrated personal character. An '08 graduate of St. Pius’ 50th commencement class, 
Joey was voted into enshrinement ‘for his distinguished individual achievements and dominance in cross country 
and track. No other athlete achieved as much or represented St. Pius as well during the four-year period Joey com-
peted for the Panthers.” With his enshrinement, Joey became just the eighth recipient of the Hall of Fame award 
in the 50-year history of the school, joining former honored alumni Gary Kubiak ’79 (Head Coach, Houston 
Texans), Gary Majewski ’98 (Pitcher, Cincinnati Reds), Steve Straub ’68 (Head Track Coach, Rice University 1983-
1998), and Tina Johnson-Lockhart ’85 (Volleyball Coach, University of Oregon). A full-page tribute commemorat-
ing Joey’s high school athletic accomplishments will be featured in St. Pius’ 2007-2008 yearbook.
